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The Legends Related to the Cult Roe Deerin the Folklore of Adjara

folklore of Adjara, somehow, the cult of the roe deer overtakes the cult of the deer.According to
the beliefs of local inhabitants, a roe deer is the favorite of the Lord. The whole village or valley
can be punished because of its murder.It is also possible that the death of a roe deer may cause a
small flood.

In the presented topic, the narratives will be considered by comparison-analysis of the
Georgian verbal materials.Along with Christian religion, the Muslim and Pagan elements are
also found in the existing theme.In the folk legends we see both animistic and zoomorphic
beliefs.

Based on the research material, we may note that the roe dear is considered "God's animal"
in the faith of the local people.Ithad a number of functions, which reflected in the faiths and

beliefs of Adjara.
